Directions for Writing a Comparative Essay

1. Using the information from your factory vs farm Venn diagram write an essay comparing factory vs farm life.
2. Your essay should contain at least six paragraphs.  Make sure each paragraph contains supporting evidence and a concluding sentence.  Topic sentences are provided for each of the paragraphs.  You may use them directly or create your own.

a. In the opening paragraph, describe how factory and farm life provided the main economic opportunities during the 1800s. “Farm and factory life were the main economic institutes during the 1800s.  They provided different opportunities for workers during this time.  Some of these opportunities included…..”

b.  In the second paragraph, discuss life on a farm during the 1800s.  “Life on the farm during the 1800s had advantages for large families.  Some of these advantages included……

c.  In the third paragraph, describe life in the factory.  “Life in the factory during the 1800s had advantages for many families.  Some of these advantages included…..” 
d. In the fourth paragraph, describe some of the disadvantages of living on a farm during the 1800s“Life on a farm during the 1800s could be very challenging.  Some of the challenges included……”

e.  In the fifth paragraph, describe some of the disadvantages of working in the factories during the 1800s. “Life working in a factory during the 1800s could be very challenging.  Some of the challenges included….”
f. In the sixth paragraph provide your opinion.  As a conclusion, suppose you were a person from Quebec living on a farm and had to make a decision to move to America to work in a factory.  Choose advantages and disadvantages you would face if you moved from farm life to factory life and describe why you would make the decision to move to a foreign country.
